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Affiliate Marketing  Glossary

Affiliate: Somebody who sells other peoples products & services for commission.
Affiliate Marketing: Advertising products or services  for commission.
Merchant: The company who’s products or services you sell for commission.
Incentive: A reason to entice affiliates to push sales more, be it a prize or offer.
Promotion: A short term deal for affiliates to earn more from commission.
Banner: A graphic or creative that the affiliate uses to promote your products.
EPC: Earnings per click, tells affiliates how good your affiliate scheme is.
Affiliate Manager: Somebody who manages the affiliate programme.
Cookie: A small file on  a pc that tells merchants which affiliate created a sale.
Feed: Some code that affiliates use that displays a list of a merchants products.
I-frame: A form hosted on a merchants site that affiliates use to gather data.
Creative: A banner or graphic that affiliates use to promotes merchants products.
Commission: The earnings an affiliate makes for selling products & services.
Revenue: Total earnings of an affiliate marketer.
Network: The company that runs the affiliate scheme.
Affiliate ID: Unique ID that each affiliate has to track sales & commission.
Pay Per Sale: The process by which an affiliate gets commission per sale.
Pay Per Lead:  The process by which an affiliate gets commission per enquiry.
